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On March 26, 1990, the Board of Indian Appeals (Board) received a petition for
reconsideration of its decision at 18 IBIA 165 (1990) from appellant New Mexico Highway
and Transportation Department. Both appellee Albuquerque Area Director and the Pueblo
of Sandia opposed reconsideration.

Reconsideration of Board decisions is governed by 43 CFR 4.315, which provides
in pertinent part that "[r]econsideration of a decision of the Board will be granted only in
extraordinary circumstances.” The Board does not grant reconsideration when the issues raised
in the petition were considered when the Board issued its initial decision or were not raised in
prior proceedings. See, e.g., Oglala Sioux Tribe v. Aberdeen Area Director, 16 IBIA 224 (1988);
Crooks v. Minneapolis Area Director, 14 IBIA 271 (1986).

The Board has reviewed appellant's petition for reconsideration and finds that the issues
raised were either considered by the Board in its initial decision, not reached because of the
Board's determination that a timely notice of appeal had not been filed, or not previously raised.

Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the
Secretary of the Interior, 43 CFR 4.1, appellant's petition for reconsideration is denied.
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
