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Appellant Lucille Snell seeks review of a February 14, 1995, decision of the Fort Peck
Agency Superintendent, Bureau of Indian Affairs, ordering supervision of her Individual Indian
Money account.

Appellant's notice of appeal does not identify the entity to which she is appealing. Her
distribution list shows service on the Superintendent, the Billings Area Director, the Board of
Indian Appeals, and the Assistant Secretary - Indian Affairs. The notice of appeal sent to the
Board is an original. The notice of appeal incorrectly sent to the Assistant Secretary at the
Board's address is a photo copy. To the extent appellant may believe she is before the Board,
her appeal is premature. Under 25 CFR 2.4(a), appeals from a Superintendent's decision must
be taken to the appropriate Area Director. 25 CFR 2.4(e) provides that an Area Director's
decision may be appealed to the Board. Because appellant is appealing a Superintendent's
decision, the Board lacks jurisdiction over her appeal at this time.

Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the
Secretary of the Interior, 43 CFR 4.1, this appeal from the Fort Peck Agency Superintendent's
February 14, 1995, is docketed and dismissed without prejudice as premature.
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
