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Spokane County, Washington (County) and the City of Airway Heights,
Washington (City) separately appealed from a November 22, 2005 decision of the
Northwest Regional Director, Bureau of Indian Affairs (Regional Director, which approved
the acquisition of 249.29 acres of land, more or less, located in the City of Airway Heights,
Spokane County, Washington, by the United States in trust for the Kalispel Tribe of Indians
(Tribe). On March 1, 2006, at the request of the parties, the Board consolidated and stayed
these appeals to allow for mediation, and dismissed an appeal by Cheney Public Schools,
Washington, from the same decision. See Cheney Public Schools, Washington v.
Northwest Regional Director, 42 IBIA 226 (2006).

On May 31, 2006, the Board received a Notice of Dismissal signed by counsel for
the County, City, and Regional Director. The Notice indicates that the matter has been
settled among the parties, including the Tribe, and the County and City request that their
respective appeals be dismissed with prejudice.

The Board accepts the Notice of Dismissal and grants the request.
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Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the
Secretary of the Interior, 43 C.F.R. § 4.1, the Board dismisses this appeal.
