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This appeal arose out of a tribal government dispute within the Coyote Valley Band of
Pomo Indians of California (Tribe). Appellant Priscilla Hunter sought review of an October 9,
2002, decision of the Pacific Regional Director, Bureau of Indian Affairs (Regional Director),
which recognized as valid certain action by the Tribe’s General Council to call a tribal election.

On January 28, 2005, the Board received a Stipulated Dismissal approved by Appellant,
the Regional Director, and interested party John Feliz, Jr., based on a tribal election held in
December 2004.

The Board recognizes that this has been a protracted dispute, and greatly appreciates
the parties’ successful efforts to resolve it though a tribal forum.

Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the
Secretary of the Interior, 43 C.F.R. 8§ 4.1, the Board dismisses this appeal on the basis of a
settlement reached among the parties.
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
