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On November 9, 2006, the Board of Indian Appeals (Board) received a notice of
appeal from the St. Croix Chippewa Indians of Wisconsin (Tribe), through Douglas B. L.
Endreson, Esg. Appellant sought review of an October 11, 2006 memorandum
decision 1/ of the Midwest Regional Director, Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA), determining
that the authorization for holding a Secretarial Election to amend the Constitution of the St.
Croix Chippewa Indians of Wisconsin “is considered void.”

On February 26, 2007, the Board received a report from the Tribe informing the
Board that the parties have resolved their dispute, that the Tribe’s requested election will
now proceed, and that the Tribe voluntarily dismisses its appeal.

Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the
Secretary of the Interior, 43 C.F.R. 8 4.1, the Board dismisses this appeal because the parties
have settled the matter.
