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 Leon Bird Horse (Appellant) appealed to the Board of Indian Appeals (Board) from 

an Order Denying Reopening entered on April 8, 2016, by Administrative Law Judge 

(ALJ) R. S. Chester in the estate of Ivan Duane Standing Crow (Decedent).
1

  The Order 

Denying Reopening denied, as untimely, a petition from Appellant to reopen Decedent’s 

estate.  Appellant states he was not aware of the timeframe for filing a petition for 

reopening and that, regardless of how much time has passed, the fact that he is Decedent’s 

son, has not changed.
2

 

 

 On receipt of the appeal, the Board ordered Appellant to complete service of his 

appeal on the ALJ and interested parties, as required by 43 C.F.R. §§ 4.310(b) and 4.323, 

and to notify the Board that he had done so.  The Board set a deadline of June 15, 2016, 

for Appellant to comply with the Board’s order, and advised Appellant that if he failed to 

comply with or respond to the Board’s order, his appeal might be dismissed without further 

notice. 

 

 The U.S. Postal Service Track-and-Confirm service on its website indicates that 

Appellant received the Board’s order on May 6, 2016. 

 

 The Board has received no response from Appellant.

 Decedent was a Standing Rock Sioux Indian.  His probate was assigned Probate No. 

P000130241IP (formerly IP BI 469C 83) in the Department of the Interior’s probate 

tracking system, ProTrac.

 The Order Determining Heirs, issued on June 12, 1984, by ALJ Daniel S. Boos, 

concluded that Decedent had two daughters, Juanita Ray Standing Crow and Kimberly 

Rose Standing Crow, and distributed his estate to them in equal shares. 
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 Therefore, pursuant to the authority delegated to the Board of Indian Appeals by the 

Secretary of the Interior, 43 C.F.R. § 4.1, the Board dockets but dismisses this appeal for
